GPs are being called on to recruit patients as participants in the ASPREE clinical trial. It is the largest
prevention clinical trial ever undertaken in Australia, and focuses on keeping older people alive and
healthy for the longest possible time. Its success will depend fundamentally on the involvement of
Australian GPs and results will determine this aspect of the care of older patients for many years into
the future.

The trial addresses whether or not GPs should routinely advise their older patients to take prophylactic
low dose aspirin.
