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Identify Residents need for RMMR





New Residents: for new residents it is ideal to complete a RMMR within the first six weeks.


Existing Residents: eligible for whom quality use of medicines may be an issue or who are at risk of medication misadventure because of significant change in their condition or medication regimen.





2. Obtain consent to RMMR from resident or relative


(Resident consent to medical care)











3. Refer to reviewing Pharmacist


Requesting involvement in medication review and giving clinical information utilising (RMMR Referral form)








6. Write RMMR Medication Management Plan: 


Ensure a copy is filed in resident notes, a copy given to the pharmacist and a copy offered to resident/ relative.
